Description & Learning Objectives

Overview

This 2- to 5-hour project asks students to explain one specific STEM concept in a 2- to 5-minute video in a way that is engaging and accessible to a general non-technical audience, such
as their grandma. The project is designed for Adobe Rush Premiere, but students could also use Adobe Express or Premiere Pro. Please note that this lesson can also be easily adapted
into an excellent education awareness resource for World Population Day.

Adobe Premiere Rush enables students to organize video content to communicate complex science concepts in a visual narrative. This strategy requires students to think critically and
creatively in order to translate their mastery of a science concept into everyday language.

Document format

The attached resources for this are ready for students to use, including step-by-step guides and all the resources they need to get started.

Note on document formats: The attached documents are included as both PDF and Google Docs. In the Google Doc version, you can view without needing a log on. You can also
export to any standard file formats (e.g. PDF or .docx), or "Make a Copy" and edit (including using the automatic translation tool) to adapt to suit your needs.
