probably comparable 
number in Mexico.

Dual Customs Clearance on Mexico side 
• It will increase

• It will make it a safer and 
more efficient 
transportation mode for 
the crossing.

7.4MD FOR A REDESIGN PHASE OF THE PORT  ON THE MEXICAN SIDE (PALOMAS)  

 Mexico plans to begin another expansion 
project at the Palomas port within the next 
few months and to be completed by June of 
next year.   The project includes improvements 
to its portion of the two new commercial 
gates, including associated roadways and 
yard.   INDAABIN (GSA's counterpart) stated 
that it needs more property for their 
expansion.  Chihuahua is making 
the acquisition for INDAABIN, and should 
transfer that additional property to INDAABIN 
within the next few months.
