Section 1. APPROPRIATION.--One mllion five hundred
thirty-eight thousand dollars ($1,538,000) is appropriated
fromthe general fund to the state departnent of public
education for expenditure in fiscal year 2001 for the first
year in a three-year phase-in of educational technol ogy and
training for personnel in the state departnent of public
education and sel ected school districts to establish a system
of performance-based budgeting and reporting that integrates
financial data with school performance and student

achi evenent data. The state departnment of public education
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shall distribute noney to at | east one-third of the public
school districts, including those containing charter schools
and schools identified by the state board of education as
schools in need of inprovenent, to inplenent perfornance-
based budgeting and reporting by July 1, 2001. Any
unexpended or unencunbered bal ance remai ning at the end of
fiscal year 2001 shall revert to the general fund.
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
