Synopsis of SIC Amendment

The Senate Judiciary Committee amendment removes reference to the "L egidative Council” and subgtitutes
"Attorney Generd" for creating the Treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo task force to review, monitor and guide the
proposed federd General Accounting Office investigation asked for by the New Mexico congressiond
delegation. The amendment tracks with HB156 and SB379 which create the Guadalupe Hidago
Department within the office of the Attorney Generd to study concerns rdlating to the Treaty of Guadaupe
Hidago. An appropriation of $100.0 is contained in HB156 and SB379 and covers a one-year period,
while the memoria covers athree-year time frame. Additiona funding may be needed in the AG's office for
adminigtration costs fter the first year.

Synopsis of Origind Bill

HJIM 22 request the NM legidative council to cregte the treaty of Guadalupe Hidago task force for three
years beginning June 1, 2000 and ending June 1, 2003 to review and monitor the generd accounting office
study, take testimony from the land grant community and provide historical, legdl and socid andysis on the
sudy. The bill further specifies that the NM legidative council invite the Sate historian, a representative from
the atorney generd's office and 5 land grant representatives designated by the NM land grant forum to be
members of the task force.

Sonificant Issues

HJIM 22 concludes that the task force propose legidative and lega remedies to the NM congressiona
delegation and the NM legidature and submit reports of its finding with proposed remedies to the legidature
in years 2002 and 2003. The bill adso authorizes the task force to receive grants, donations and contributions
for its respongbilities and that a copy of the memoria be sent to the NM congressiond delegation, NM
Legidative Council, Attorney Generd, State Historian and the NM land grant forum.

FISCAL IMPLICATIONS
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Crestion of the task force will impact on the legidative council budget.

ADMINISTRATIVE IMPLICATIONS

Creation of the task force to review, monitor, and guide the proposed federal generd accounting office
investigation will have and adminigrative impact on the legidative council.

OTHER SUBSTANTIVE ISSUES

HIM 22 makes the following points.

e *NM has aunique higory that includes a substantial number of land grants.

¢ *Provisons of the Treaty of Guadaupe Hidago have not been fully implemented in the spirit of Article
6 of the U.S. Condtitution and Article 2, Section 5 of the NM Congtitution.

e *TheNM congressond delegation has ordered the general accounting office to study how the U.S.
government implemented the Treaty of Guada upe Hidago.

e *Genera Accounting Office has been directed to submit afinal report by December, 2002.
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
