DESCRIPTION:  With the advent of a traffic roundabout (traffic circle) in Los Alamos and another possibly being proposed for the Village of Corrales, this joint memorial requests the Motor Vehicle Division redesign the New Mexico driver’s manual to describe rules for the safe and efficient use of traffic roundabouts by motorists.

EFFECTIVE DATE:  Not specified – assume 90 days following adjournment (approx. June 15, 2001)

FISCAL IMPACT (Thousands of dollars) :  No fiscal impact.

ADMINISTRATIVE IMPACT:  No significant administrative impact on the Department.

Information regarding traffic roundabouts will be incorporated into the next version of the New Mexico Driver’s Manual.  A Request For Proposal is being drafted for printing of a new driver manual, and the bid for the reprint of the manual should be let by March 2001.

The new manual will be more comprehensive than past manuals.  It is the Motor Vehicle Division’s belief that the manual should fulfill two purposes:  first, to educate the driver regarding rules applicable to improved safety and knowledgeable driving;  and second, to prepare the driver to take the driving knowledge test.
