BILL SHORT TITLE:  Clarify Use of Limited Driver’s License

CONFLICTS, DUPLICATES, COMPANIONS:  HB-381, HB-386, HB-457, SB-305, SB-306, SB-344, SB-447

DESCRIPTION:  This bill would allow use of a limited driver’s license for travel “to attend a court-ordered treatment program”.  Current law only allows the limited license be used “to engage in gainful employment or to attend school”.

EFFECTIVE DATE:  July 1, 2001

FISCAL IMPACT:  No fiscal impact.

ADMINISTRATIVE IMPACT:  No administrative impact on the department.

OTHER IMPACTS AND ISSUES:

· Current law allows the limited license may be issued to 1st, 2nd and 3rd DWI offenders 30 days following their driver’s license revocation, upon showing proof the person is enrolled in DWI school and enrolled in an approved alcohol screening program, the person has proof of financial responsibility (vehicle insurance), and is gainfully employed or enrolled in school.
