DESCRIPTION:  This bill expands the term “prior felony conviction” to include felony DWI convictions.  

EFFECTIVE DATE:  July 1, 2001

FISCAL IMPACT:  No fiscal impact.

ADMINISTRATIVE IMPACT:   No administrative impact on the department.

OTHER IMPACTS AND ISSUES:

· The SPAC amendment eliminated Section 2 of the original bill which revised the jail sentence for 2nd offenses of DWI and required 2nd and subsequent conviction offenders to complete a 30 day inpatient, or a 60 day outpatient, substance abuse treatment program approved by the court.  That original section also deleted language regarding ignition interlock devices as a condition of probation.
