BILL SHORT TITLE: Misdemeanor Crime of Failure to Provide Payment for Fuel Dispensed Into A Motor Vehicle

DESCRIPTION: this bill declares it a misdemeanor violation of the Motor Vehicle Code to dispense fuel into a motor vehicle and depart without paying for the fuel.

EFFECTIVE DATE: not stated – 90 days after adjournment (June 17)

FISCAL IMPACT: no fiscal impact. The misdemeanor is not declared a mail-in penalty assessment. A violator would be cited into metro or magistrate court.

ADMINISTRATIVE IMPACT: none on the Department

TECHNICAL ISSUES: The catchline uses the term “FUEL DISBURSEMENT”; the text use “dispensing fuel”.
