DESCRIPTION:  This bill eliminates the possibility of serving a jail sentence with home confinement, through addition of the phrase “… of physical confinement …” to existing jail sentence language.  The phrase “prior felony conviction” is expanded to include felony DWI convictions.  

2nd and subsequent conviction offenders would be required to complete a 30 day inpatient, or a 60 day outpatient, substance abuse treatment program approved by the court.
