BILL SHORT TITLE: Safety belts in vehicles weighing 10,000 pounds or less

DESCRIPTION: Current statutes do not require use of safety belts in vehicles weighing 10,000 pounds or less: 1) other than in front seats, and 2) in cases where all seating positions equipped with safety belts are occupied. The proposed measure would remove these exceptions. Hence, when a vehicle is in motion, all occupants would be required to wear seat belts.
