reported by the elderly; and

WHEREAS, musculoskeletal impairments and deformities

deprive children of a normal development; and
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WHEREAS, in New Mexico, the Carrie Tingley crippled

children's hospital has over the years provided superior health

care services to children suffering from musculoskeletal

impairments; and

WHEREAS, musculoskeletal research currently is on the cusp

of major breakthroughs that likely will change and simplify the

way bone and joint disorders are treated and prevented

throughout the world; and

WHEREAS, many countries and international organizations

have joined together to recognize this decade as the "Bone and

Joint Decade" to increase public awareness of this problem and

to promote research to find the cure for musculosketal

impairments;
