Pursuant to the Constitution of the State of New Mexico, Article IV, Section 5 B. (2), I am authorizing for your consideration during the Forty-Fifth Legislature, Second Session 2002, submission of a bill relating to driving under the influence of intoxicating liquor or drugs; providing that implied consent hearings may be conducted by telephone; clarifying the authority of hearing officers during implied consent hearings; providing that the rules of evidence and the rules of civil procedure do not apply to implied consent hearings; providing that a law enforcement officer’s statement is prima facie evidence of findings required at an implied consent hearing.
