Synopsis of Bill

Senate Bill 305 appropriates $500.0 from the general fund to New Mexico State University
(NMSU) for the purpose of creating an endowed chair for nursing at NMSU.

FISCAL IMPLICATIONS

The appropriation of $500.0 contained in this bill is a non-recurring expense to the general fund.
Any unexpended or unencumbered balance remaining at the end of fiscal year 2003 shall revert to
the general fund.

RELATIONSHIP

Relates to SB1. Included in SB 1 is an appropriation to CHE in the amount of $10,000.0 for the
purpose of creating a faculty endowment fund. The appropriation is contingent upon passage of a
bill creating a faculty endowment fund. NMSU may potentially receive funding for an endowed
chair for nursing out of this appropriation.
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
