WHEREAS, Aggie senior Trinia Cuseo was named to the Sun
Belt conference first team, was named as Sun Belt conference
pre-season player of the year and was named as the 2003 Sun
Belt conference tournament championship most valuable player;
and

WHEREAS, Aggie senior Jackie Godber was named as the 2003
Sun Belt conference defensive player of the year and was named
to the conference second team; and

WHEREAS, Aggie seniors Stevi Adams and Morgan Reader were
named to the 2003 Sun Belt conference first team and to the Sun
Belt conference all-tournament team; and

WHEREAS, Aggie senior Abby Stines was named to the CoSIDA
academic all-district VI first team;
