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WHEREAS, New Mexico owes a great debt to the veterans of

the Vietnam Conflict; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF

be declared "Vietnam Veterans Memorial Day" in the house of

representatives and that recognition be given to all Vietnam

veterans throughout New Mexico for their service to our

country; and
